FROM NORTH

Travelling clockwise towards the Dartford
Crossing take the first junction after the
‘Tolls’ (200 metres), proceed to the
roundabout and follow the signs for
Bluewater. When you reach the ASDA
roundabout turn right, once you get to the
McDonalds roundabout take a left. Head
up the hill, pass the Esso garage, then
down the other side. At the bottom you
will see a sign on the left to turn onto the
Manor Way Industrial Estate.

FROM SOUTH

Travelling anti-clockwise leave the M25
at Junction 2. Turn right onto the A2
heading coast bound. Exit the next
junction for Bluewater B255. Go pass
Bluewater until you reach the McDonalds
roundabout, and take a right. Head up
the hill, pass the Esso garage, then down
the other side. At the bottom  you will see
a sign on the left to turn onto the Manor
Way Industrial Estate.
